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Blight Violations
Inoperable vehicles must not be visible from beyond the property line.  An inoperable 
vehicle is one that is not equipped with all parts that are required to legally and safely 
operate on public streets and/or cannot be driven under its own power.  Car covers, 

tarps, bamboo, shades and other similar types of materials are not acceptable 
screening.  This is one of the top common blight violations listed by the City's 

Neighborhood Services Department.  For answers to your questions, call
